How to find open access research P s

This chart explains how to find copies of articles originally published in reputable peer-reviewed
journals, which have been uploaded to another verified online platform.

Do not use articles posted on personal websites, blogs, Research Gate or within ‘predatory journals’, as
the quality or authenticity of these articles cannot be verified.
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Versions of articles
It helps to know the stages of publishing to determine the version shared by a university so you can cite it correctly.

‘Submitted manuscript’ — the pre-print or author’s original version before it has been accepted by the publisher.
Universities do not usually share this version, but should you encounter one then you should not use or cite it, as it
has not been peer-reviewed.

‘Accepted manuscript’ — the post-print or author’s version after peer-review changes have been made as accepted
by the publisher. It is a plain looking document; no copyright information is present.

‘Early online’ — the publisher's trademarked version which includes their formatting, logo and copyright. This
version is before it has been assigned volume, issue or page numbers.

‘Published’ — the publisher's trademarked version which includes their formatting, logo and copyright, along with
the journal’s volume, issue and page numbers.

We advise to cite the published version if available. If you are unsure how to cite, or which version you have accessed,
please contact the University Library (library@port.ac.uk) for further guidance.
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
